R1 The ISO must analyze and document its UFLS program performance in accordance
with WECC’s UFLS program. The analysis must address the performance of UFLS
equipment and program effectiveness following system events resulting in system
frequency excursions below the initializing set points of the UFLS program. The
analysis must include, without limitation the following:

o A description of the system event including initiating conditions.
o A review of the UFLS set points and tripping times.

¢ A simulation of the system event.

e A summary of the findings.

R2 The ISO must provide documentation of the analysis of the UFLS program
performance to WECC on request and within the timeframe agreed to by the ISO and
WECC.
